CLASS TITLE:   Water Treatment Plant Maintenance Mechanic 

                               Neuse Regional Water and Sewer Authority – Kinston, NC

PURPOSE OF CLASS:  Under general supervision, performs skilled work in the repair and maintenance of the Water Treatment Plant, pumping stations, storage tanks, pressuring reducing valves and related equipment; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF TASKS PERFORMED WITHIN CLASS:  (Any one position may not include all of the tasks listed, nor do the examples necessarily include all of the tasks performed.)

Primary Tasks:  Overhauls, installs, repairs, and maintains pumps, motors, and other related equipment for the water treatment plant, pumping stations,  storage tanks, and related equipment; maintains and repairs pumps, motors, mixers, gear drives, blowers, meters, and other equipment; troubleshoots for machinery and equipment problems; operates and uses both bench and hand tools in making repairs; repairs and maintains assigned equipment; maintains building facilities; schedules outside contractor for maintenance, prepares, maintains and files computerized maintenance records and reports; fabricates tools and equipment as needed; maintains preventative maintenance checks on plants equipment and facilities; specifies and purchases parts and lubricants; makes recommendations regarding equipment operations; trains maintenance personnel; performs other duties as required.

Equipment Operated:  Utility vehicle, bench tools, welding equipment, small hand tools, electrical testing equipment, drill press, and other equipment as required.
Working Conditions:  This is medium work requiring the exertion of 100 pounds of force occasionally, up to 50 pounds of force frequently, and up to 20 pounds of force constantly to move objects; work requires stooping, kneeling, crouching, reaching, pushing, pulling, lifting, fingering, grasping, and feeling; vocal communication is required for expressing or exchanging ideas by means of the spoken word; hearing is required to perceive information at normal spoken word levels; visual acuity is required for preparing and analyzing written or computer data,  visual inspection involving small defects and or small parts, use of measuring devices, assembly or fabrication of parts at or within arms length, operation of machines and operation of motor vehicles or equipment; the worker is subject to inside and outside environmental conditions, extreme cold, extreme heat, noise, vibration, hazards, hazardous chemicals, atmospheric conditions, and oils.

QUALIFICATIONS OF CLASS:
Education:  Graduation from an accredited high school, supplemented with technical training in mechanical and electrical installation and repair.  A two year degree in a related field highly desirable.

Experience:   Responsible experience in mechanical and electrical repair work; or an equivalent combination of training and experience.
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Knowledge, Skills, and Abilities:  Considerable working knowledge of equipment used in the processing, treatment and disposal of water treatment and related facilities; good working knowledge of methods, procedures, and tools used in the maintenance and repair of motors, machines, and equipment common to water plants, and related equipment; good working knowledge of electric motors and wiring.

Ability to use hand and bench tools in making repairs; ability to maintain and repair motors, pumps, and other equipment used in water plants and related facilities; ability to maintain effective working relationships with other employees; good mechanical ability; general knowledge of metallurgy and welding; developed skills in mechanical repair, ability to obtain CDL license.

Special Requirements:  Possession of a valid North Carolina commercial driver’s license; therefore, it is understood that this position is subject to random drug screening.
